HMEP offers a major technical assistance program for the national assessment of hazardous materials training courses. The program employs a self-assessment strategy, using standardized assessment tools, worksheets and methodology developed by HMEP grantees. The assessment tools measure courses against required and recommended competencies in the Guidelines for Public Sector Hazardous Materials Training, and also generate detailed descriptive information about courses which is disseminated back to the hazardous materials training community in the form of a catalog of assessed hazardous materials courses in use nationally. The benefits of the program are two-fold: providing insight and self-guidance to training managers for updating and improving their courses, and providing key information about existing programs to training managers to facilitate the sharing and exchange of course materials and related training resources. 

The tools and worksheets are available in kit form, and are also included in the Training Program Management section of the 1998 Guidelines for Public Sector Hazardous Materials Training.

For reference, a sample of the course assessment information in catalog form is included on the following two pages.  

A 1999 edition of the catalog of assessed hazardous materials response courses is  in development and scheduled for release later this summer.  We are presently coordinating the updating of information on courses still in use that were previously assessed and the initial assessment of new courses that have been brought on line since the last round of assessments in 1996.   To date, approximately 140 response courses have already been assessed or are in the process of being assessed.  Input is sought from grantees regarding additional courses not currently listed which should be included.  The current list of course titles is included on the following pages. Please review this material- your checking of this information is critical.  If you know of any courses currently in use not listed, please notify Bill Lewis or Jennifer Krietz as soon as possible, and we will make arrangements for the assessment of the courses and their inclusion in the 1999 catalog.
